
Aim:
•To reinforce the addition of ‘s’ to denote ‘more than one’.

Number of players:  2-3
How to play:
Deal the domino cards to each player.
•They roll a dice and the highest score starts.
•The first child puts down one card.
•The next child tries to add a corresponding card to one end of the 
original card – picture to word/ word to picture. 
•If a child does not have a suitable card, the turn is taken by the next 
player. 
•The winner is the first player to use up all their cards by placing them 
next to the appropriate word/picture. 
•N.B. There are 2 sets of Domino cards, making 2 different games.
